Reverend Dale Reiff, the son of Lawrence and Laverna (Sanders) Reiff was
born on June 21, 1941 in Carroll, lowa. He attended SS. Peter and Paul
School and Kuemper Catholic High School. Fr. Dale received his Seminary
education at Pontificial College Josephinum, Columbus, Ohio, Immaculate
Conception Seminary, Conception, Missouri, and Mount St. Bernard Seminary
in Dubuque. Fr. Dale Reiff was ordained on September 23, 1967 at SS. Peter
and Paul Catholic Church in Carroll.

Barnum), 1994-2000; Pastor — St. Augustine Parish- Halbur, (Attending



Roselle and Templeton) 2000-2012.
