The son
of Leon and Norma Jean (Bartlett) Pudenz, he grew up near Carroll, and
graduated from Carroll High School in 1974. Following high school, Darrell
enlisted in the United States Army and served three years stationed in
Germany. Upon his honorable discharge from the Army, Darrell returned to
Carroll, and drove truck for Bud Freeman, and later became a self-employed
truck driver. 

On August 17, 1984 Darrell was united in marriage to Sandra Knueven at St.
Bernard’s Catholic Church in Breda. The couple lived in various locations in
the Carroll area before settling on their acreage north of Carroll. Darrell was a
member of Our Lady of Mt. Carmel Catholic Church, and the Breda American
Legion.
