On August 3, 1954 Helen was united in marriage to Bernard “Sonny” Irlbeck at
St. Bernard’s Church in Breda with her uncle and godfather, Fr. Matthew B.

Helen enjoyed
helping with the farm operation and sold Stanley Home Products for 42 years.
