Born on March 1, 1951 at Carroll, lowa, John Joseph Badding was the son of
William and Rose (Schroeder) Badding. He spent his younger years in the
Arcadia area and attended St. John’s School and later graduated from
Kuemper Catholic High School with the Class of 1969. Joe served in the
United States Army during the Vietnam War, receiving the National Defense
Medal, Vietham Service Medal, and Vietham Campaign Medal.

On May 19, 1973 he was united in marriage to Doreen “Surge” Golwitzer at
Holy Spirit Catholic Church in Carroll. Joe and Surge made their home in
Carroll where he worked at Badding Construction and later owned and
operated L& J Construction.
