He grew up on the family’s century farm, attended
country school, and Sts. Peter and Paul School.

On January 24, 1951, Joseph was united in marriage to Esther Niehus, at St.
Mary’s Catholic Church in Remsen, lowa. Joseph was a life-long farmer over
the years he has raised both grain and livestock. Conservation was important
to him, and he was one of the first farmers in the area to farm with terraces to
prevent erosion. Joseph was very active in the community where he was
involved in the Knights of Columbus, Elks Club, 4H Leader for 24 years,
Carroll County Democratic Party Chairman, Kuemper Parents Club, lowa
State Extension Council Chairman, Beef Producers and Pork Producers.
