attending schools in Halbur and Arcadia, graduating from Kuemper High
School in 1956.

Larry then enlisted with the U.S. Army and served in Washington State in the
Military Police and shot expert on the 6th Army Marksmanship Team. After
serving two years, he returned to Carroll County.

On January 19, 1963, Larry was united in marriage with Virginia
Schenkelberg. Larry and Virginia were blessed with 5 children. Larry worked
at local Co-ops before settling in at Crouse Cartage for 30 years, working as a
billing clerk at nights. He farmed during the day raising cows and pigs and
farming the land.
