Leo was born on November 30, 1929 at Fonda, Iowa, the son of Frank and
Mary (Janning) Lambertz. At the age of four his family moved to Carroll. He
grew up in Carroll, and attended Carroll Community Schools. In 1947 Leo
enlisted in the United States Marine Corps, proudly serving until his honorable
discharge in 1949. 

After his military service he returned to Carroll, and on September 10, 1951 he
was united in marriage to Lois Davis at Ss. Peter and Paul Catholic Church in
Carroll. The couple made their home in Carroll where Leo worked for 37 years
at the Carroll Creamery, Lang’s Dairy, and finally Anderson Erickson Dairy. In
addition he was a 33 year member of the Carroll Fire Department retiring as
Captain. Leo enjoyed fishing and hunting. He was a member of the Carroll
American Legion, Holy Spirit Church in Carroll, and former member of the
Carroll Knights of Columbus.
