Leonard and Jean made their home southwest of Breda where he was
engaged in grain and livestock farming. In the fall of 2007, they moved to their
home in Breda. 

 

Over the years Leonard was active with the St. Bernard Catholic Church,
Christ the King school board, Catholic Order of Foresters, Director with Carroll
County Farm Bureau, he served as a Eucharist Minister, Rosary Leader, and
for many years as Sacristan at St. Bernard Church.
