Born on April 11, 1929, on the family farm, Linus was the son of Joseph and
Sophia (Schulte) Koster. He attended St. Bernard’s grade school and high
school graduating in 1948. While in school he was a great baseball player
being a left handed pitcher and first baseman. After graduating from high
school he began farming near Breda where he resided his entire life. On
November 7, 1950 he was united in marriage to Madonna “Donnie” Goecke,
by Fr. Hausmann, at St. Bernard’s Church in Breda. 

In his young adult life, he loved fishing, pheasant hunting, and bowling which
he excelled at. He loved farming and loved the land. Lennie enjoyed building
birdhouses from wood out of the old barn. He and Donnie enjoyed dancing at
the Lakewood Ballroom to many of the big bands, and in later years, dancing
in Texas to country western bands. He liked to go camping with his family, and
specialized in making bonfires. He enjoyed spending time at both Blackhawk
Lake and Spirit Lake fishing and having fun. He and Donnie spent the last 17
years wintering in Texas, enjoying day trips to Mexico and Padre Island, and
forming many lasting friendships. Fortunately, he was able to spend time in
Texas this winter. Most of all he enjoyed spending time with his family. 

He is survived by his wife of 63 years, Donnie, of Breda; children: Pat
