Born on November 8, 1930 at Carroll, Iowa, Lynn was the son of Francis
Xavier “X.F.” and Mathilda (Kennebeck) Hoffman. He attended Holy Angels
School in Roselle. Lynn served in the United States Army from 1952 until
1954 where he was stationed in Germany. Following his honorable discharge
he returned to the Carroll area and was united in marriage to Elaine Schwabe
on April 19, 1955 at St. Francis Church in Maple River. Following their
marriage Lynn and Elaine made their home in Roselle. Lynn was employed
his entire working career for Bliss Tire Service in Carroll; known today as
Bauer Built Tire Service. 

He enjoyed camping with his wife Elaine, woodworking, reading, studying
history, and taking drives across the countryside. Lynn was a member of the
Carroll American Legion and also a member of Holy Angels Church in
Roselle, where for many years he served as the sexton to the cemetery.
