She was well-loved in her community as a dedicated assistant manager of the
Casey’s General Store in Carroll, a nurturing mentor at EVIT beauty school in
Chandler, AZ, and a faithful member of her church. Lynne’s warm smiles,
genuine laughter and inclusive nature were some of her greatest gifts to those
around her. Though she was also a voracious reader and lifelong learner,
Lynne found her greatest joy in spending time with her children, their families,
and many friends.
