Born on April 4, 1924 at Willey, Iowa, Paul was a son of Peter and Teresa
(Goecke) Oswald. Paul grew up on farms near Willey and Mt. Carmel,
attended school in Mt. Carmel and Arcadia and graduated from Arcadia High
School in 1942. He entered service in 1945 and served until 1947. 

 

On June 21, 1950, Paul married Darlene Neumayer at St. Bernard's Church in
Breda, Iowa. The couple made their home in Breda, Wall Lake and Carroll.
Paul worked as a mechanic at several garages including Mt. Carmel, Breda,
Wall Lake and Carroll. He worked as a mechanic, loader and eventually
delivery driver for Old Home Bakery in Carroll. In his retirement he worked at
the Carroll Golf Course. He was well known as a beautiful rosary maker. He
made hundreds of rosaries, many from the roses from funeral memorial flower
arrangements. He was a member of the Carroll 4th Degree Knights of
Columbus, Breda American Legion and St. Lawrence Church.
