The eldest child of Leo and Ethel “Barney” (Malone) Staley, Pearl Margaret
Quandt was born on September 21, 1917 in Charter Oak, lowa. She attended
St. Boniface School and later graduated from Charter Oak High School. On
February 25, 1936, Pearl was united in marriage to Harold R. Quandt at St.
Boniface Catholic Church in Charter Oak, lowa. The couple farmed near
Willey until 1977 when they moved to Carroll.

Harold and Pearl were the first representatives from Willey appointed by the
late Fr. Leo Lenz when they formed the Kuemper Parents Club to represent
St. Mary’s Parish in Willey. Pearl had a deep devotion to her family and her
faith which included her lifelong memberships to St. Anthony Hospital
Auxiliary and Carroll Catholic Daughters of the Americas. Pearl was a
longtime member of St. Mary’s Parish in Willey and St. John Paul Il Parish —
St. Lawrence Church in Carroll.
