He grew up in Carroll, and graduated from
Kuemper Catholic High School in 1963. After graduation, Ron enlisted in the
United States Marine Corps; proudly and honorably serving in two tours of
duty in the Vietnam War. 

 



Upon his honorable discharge, he returned to the area and began his career
as a GMC Mechanic at Macke Motors in Lake City. On December 29, 1979 he
was united in marriage to Candy Kramer in Maple River. 

Feeling a calling to serve the community Ron began his law enforcement
career. Over the years he served as a police officer in Harlan, Deputy Sheriff
in Carroll County, and lastly as Chief of Police in Coon Rapids. After his career
in law enforcement Ron worked as an over the road truck driver. He enjoyed
raising and riding horses, camping, hunting, fishing, and spending time with
his family.
