Mary Virginia (Virginia) Heires, daughter of Frances Rose (Hopkins) and
Arthur Francis Heires was born September 8, 1920 in Bloomfield, Nebraska.
She attended St Andrew’s school through 9th grade and graduated from
Bloomfield High School in 1937. After graduation she taught one year in a
rural, one-room school with 16 pupils, spanning grades one through eight. The
following year she enrolled in Duchesne College in Omaha, Nebraska,
graduating in 1942. She worked at Federal Land Bank and Union Pacific
Railroad until her marriage to Lieutenant James Michael Tierney, MD on July
26, 1943 in the Chapel of Our Lady of Nebraska within the Cathedral of
Omaha.

With World War Il underway, the couple moved first to Chicago while Dr.
Tierney was stationed at the Great Likes Naval Training Station, then they
were sent to Hastings, Nebraska, followed by San Francisco. Virginia returned
to Omaha while her husband was at sea. After the War, the Tierneys lived in
Baltimore, Maryland and Des Moines, lowa while Dr. Tierney completed his
Internal Medicine Residency. They moved to Carroll in January 1949 when Dr.
Tierney joined the Carroll Medical Center.

Virginia was an avid reader and was active in the Clio Club, the St Anthony
Hospital Auxiliary, the St Lawrence Guild, the Food Pantry, and a bridge
group. She was a homemaker who was involved in the activities of her five
children, including serving for many years as the leader of her children’s Boy
Scout and Girl Scout troops.



She is survived by her daughter Mary Fran (Jim) Pedelty of Carroll; three sons
James Michael (Mary Jo) of Centennial, Colorado; Thomas of Redmond,
Washington; and Dr. Dennis (Judy) of Omaha, Nebraska; and a son-in-law
